F. No. 01/94/180/133/AM22/PC-4.— In exercise of powers conferred under Paragraph 1.03 and 2.04 of the
Foreign Trade Policy 2015-2020, as amended from time to time, the Director General of Foreign Trade hereby makes

the following amendments in the provisions of Para 4.42 of the Handbook of Procedures 2015-2020:

(d) Extension in export obligation period for
Authorisations issued under Appendix-4J shall be
allowed for a period not more than the half of the
stipulated export obligation period. In such cases,
composition fee shall be levied @ 0.5% per month of
unfulfilled FOB value, in case exports effected are
more than 50% in value terms within initial Export
Obligation period and @1% per month where less than
50% exports in value terms have been effected within
initial export obligation period.

(d) Extension in export obligation period for
Authorisations issued under Appendix-4J shall be
allowed for a period not more than the half of the
stipulated export obligation period.

Effect of this Public Notice: Para 4.42 of the Handbook of Procedures 2015-2020 has been amended to simplify the
process of levying Composition Fee in case of extension of Export Obligation Period (EOP) under Advance
Authorization Scheme and for higher IT enablement of DGFT.
